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(5) The Thinking of Legal Practitioners in the Judicial Context
Dong Yuting and Yu Yisheng - 65 -

Judicial justiceis not only a justice in the legal sense, but also in the sense of verification.
The realization of such justice requires that judicial officers think like legal practitioners; if they
do not , it will be impossible for them to find the true meaning of the law. The thinking of legal
practitioners should comprise two levels: in terms of ideas, legal practitioners should have
methodological principles different from those of ordinary people, and when it comes to concrete
practice, they should have practical skillsin the application of the law.

(6) Post-disaster Reconstruction of Buildings with Differentiated Owner ship
Zhou Jianghong - 74 -

The reconstruction of buildings with comparted ownership is an important link in the post-
disaster rebuilding process. If the buildings have been destroyed completely , decisions about
whether to rebuild them should be based on Article 97 of the Property Law. If they have been
partially destroyed, whether they are to be rebuilt or repaired should be decided on the bass of
Article 76. Mortgages do not, in principle, extend to the ownership of rebuilt real estate, and
the mortgage application method should be restricted in relation to the reconstruction of partially
destroyed buildings. When it comes to the reconstruction of a resdential community including
several buildings, the owners or former owners of a specific building that has been destroyed or
severely damaged have in principle the right to decide whether to rebuild. When the matter is
determined by majority vote, theinterestsof the minority who are against rebuilding ought to be
protected. If their legal rights are infringed upon because of revison of the plan, the parties
concerned deserve reasonable compensation according to the law.

(7) Sructural Disorder and “ Receiving Law in the Countryside"
—An Interpretation of Legal Practice in Songcun Village, Henan
DongLeiming, Chen Baifeng and NieLiangbo- 87 -

Compared with theideal type of “rural China' proposed by Fei Xiaotong, China s villages are
today witnessing major changes in terms of the nature of farmers values, behavioral logic and
linkage patterns. Villages today can no longer be adequately described by concepts such as “ rural
China" and “acquaintance society" ; and thereis a corresponding change in the setting and logic of
rural legal practice. The dramatic change in rural values and social structure has increased the
burden on law. Not only “discourse disorder" but also “structural disorder" has been observed in
rural society; this means that endogenous village forces are unable to keep order effectively. Ina
rural society that istaking on more and more of the features of modernity , national law plays an
increasingly indispensable role in maintaining social order , promoting a harmonious rural society
and ensuring the construction of the new countryside. These redlities demand that we “receive
law in the countryside. "

(8) Changing Patterns of Inequality of Educational Opportunity in Basic Education in China
LiuJdingming - 101 -

Grasping the modes and conditions of the evolution of educational inequality is a research
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endeavor that is indispensable to the promotion of equity in education. Different mechanisms
underlie the changes in inequality of opportunity that arise from differences in ability and those
that arise from differences in structural endowment. The impact that family resources have on
these two kindsof inequality vary depending on their attributes. For this reason, we have divided
family resourcesinto endogenous and exogenous. This paper uses datafrom the third, fourth and
fifth national censuses to provide a systematic empirical examination of inequality in China s basic
education from 1976 to 2000 and the changes over this period. We conclude that educational
inequality attributable to endogenousfamily resources, which are less subject to interferencefrom
external social conditions and social processes, isperdstent and grows steadily. While inequality
attributable to exogenous family resources may lessen as a result of educational expanson or
other large-scale movements for social equity; conversely, such inequality may increase if the
opposite occurs.

(9) The Sdf-cumulation Mechanism in the Devel opment of a Resource Economy : With a Case Study
Zhang Fuming and Jing Pugiu- 117 -

A resource-based economy is a system driven by the extraction of mineral resources and
dominated by the energy, mineral and other resource sectors. In resourcerich areas, there is
often an investment bias toward the resource sector because of the existence of a threshold for
investment in human capital in the manufacturing sector. Once the resource sector is dominant , it
has a particular attraction effect on the main factorsof production. Itsexpanson and spread have
a “viscodgty" effect onindustry families, and the sunk costs and path dependence that emerge as
industrialization evolves have a lock-in effect on the role of resources. Thus the resource economy
may give rise to a self-cumulation mechanism and fall into the trap of resource superiority. The
key to escaping this trap is to break down the resource sector's original self-perpetuating
mechani sm and path dependence, introduce learning and innovation, adjust mechanisms for the
distribution of benefits and realize industry coordination and economic tranormation.

(10) The Reading of Literature in the Context of Media Culture Zhao Yong - 131 -

The reading of literature reached its peak in China in the 1980s. From the 1990s on,
however , it underwent a dow decline which has gained speedin the new century. The new media
have played an important role in the process of its decline. Their influence is mainly seenin the
reshaping of the receiver s perceptual structure because of the change from text to image and the
lack of stimulusto reflection and thought because of the changefrom page to screen. At the same
time, the new media have broken down the “ solitary" state of reading and weakened the depth of
the reception model. From the perspective of media culture, the decline of literature readingis a
result of the severe damage inflicted upon print culture by visual culture. The new generationis
already living in an environment of visual culture; their straying from the reading of literatureis
becoming an inevitability. Thiswill have an impact on both production and research in literature.
The private memory, perceptual structure and even bodily habits of those who preserve the
reading of literature and resst the new media are precisely those established by print culture.
Therefore, behind the clash between preserving and departing from the reading of literatureliesa
culture clash between different media.
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
